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State Budget Update
May 7, 2013

Special Education funding for school year
2013-14 and 2014-15 is contained in Am Sub
H.B. 59. The bill recently was passed by the
Ohio House and is now being reviewed by
the Ohio Senate. In both the Governor’s
proposed budget and in the House passed
version, the state funds specifically designated
for special education are increased
substantially over the current years’ funding.
School year 2012-13 was funded at $569
million and now, in the Ohio House’s just-
passed version, is increased to $755 million in
2013-14 school year and to $777.8 million in
2014-15 school year. Parent mentors and
school psychology interns are also funded
again at the same level as school year 2012-
13.

Pre-school special education funding also has
a large boost to $103,000,000 for school year
2013-14 and $104,000,000 for school year
2014-15. These dollars will be spread to all
pre-school special education students
because of the change from unit funding to an
equalized (based on school-district property
wealth) plus %2 of the school-aged weighted
funding amount. This means that each eligible
and participating pre-school student with
delays and for disabilities would receive some
state funding.

The Ohio House returned to a per pupll
funding amount of $5,732 in FY 2014 and
$5,789 in FY 2015. Because of a move back
to per pupil funding, Ohio’s public charter
school funding was enhanced substantially
from the Governor’s proposal.

Actualizacion del Presupuesto
del Estado 7 de Mayo, 2013

El financiamiento de Educacién Especial para
el afio escolar del 2013-14 y 2014-15 esta
contenido en Sub H.B. 59. El proyecto de ley
recientemente fue aprobado por Ohio House
y en estos momentos esta bajo el proceso de
revision por el Senado de Ohio. En ambos la
propuesta del Gobernador para el
presupuesto propuesto en la version pasada
por Ohio House, los fondos del estado
especificamente designados para educacion
especial fueron incrementados
sustancialmente durante los cuatro afnos de
financiamiento. El afio escolar 2012-13 fue
financiado a $569 millones y ahora, en la
version aprobada por Ohio House se
incremento a $755 millones en el afio escolar
de 2013-14 y a $777.8 millones en el afio
escolar 2014-15. Los Padres Mentores y los
psicologos internos escolares también fueron
financiados otra vez al mismo nivel del afio
2012-13.

El financiamiento para educacion especial
pre-escolar también tuvo una mejoria a
$103,000,000 para el afio escolar 2013-14 y
$104,000,000 para el afio escolar 2014-15.
Estos dolares van a extenderse a todos los
estudiantes pre-escolares de educacién
especial debido al cambio de financiamiento
por unidad a uno ecualizado (basado en la
riqgueza de propiedad en el distrito) plus ¥z de
la cantidad de financiamiento de edad escolar
(school-aged weighted funding). Esto significa
gue cada participante elegible y cada
estudiante pre-escolar participante con
tardanzas y discapacidades recibieran algun
financiamiento estatal.

Information: Project MORE Update — ODE’s
list of Research-Based Instruction
programs does not include Project MORE

Project MORE had originally been told that

it was considered to be on ODE'’s list of
Research-Based Reading Instruction
Programs. We were then informed that after
ODE carefully “reread the law”, the law called
for teacher improvement, not student
improvement. An ODE/TGRG staff member
recognized that Project MORE improves
reading for students, not reading instruction
for teachers. However, this ODE staff
member was clear that Project MORE has a
part to play with TGRG.

For those of us affiliated with Project MORE,
we believe that in the larger context, Dr.
Richard Ross, Superintendent of Public
Instruction for Ohio, sees the overall value to
help children improve their reading. He
offered the following comments in his
Educational Connection newsletter dated
4/8/13: “Possible reading intervention for
students — Project MORE. While there is no
approved list of reading intervention programs,
one such intervention program districts and
schools may consider is Project MORE.
Project MORE is a volunteer mentoring
program that specializes in helping students
with disabilities learn to read. This program
uses community resources to offer low-cost
help for schools and districts. For more
information on Project MORE, visit their
website at: http://www.ohioprojectmore.org”

Project MORE is the only intervention program
detailed in the State Superintendent’s
newsletter. It has been independently
evaluated and determined to be an effective
reading intervention program for students with
disabilities and students not on-track:
http://ohioprojectmore.org/index.php?CMD=7e
19f7222b374fda4e8dc82963b491ee

In addition, Project MORE meets the criteria
for TGRG’s Reading Improvement and

Monitoring Plans as well as Intensive
Remediation Services required for students
identified as not on-track.

For administrators & teachers interested in
utilizing Project MORE for their students with
disabilities and students identified as not on-
track, we have scheduled 2 Project MORE
Initial Trainings in June:
http://ohioprojectmore.org/blog/?cat=72

Initial trainings will be scheduled in August as
well. The Project MORE Educator
Performance Measure will be piloted in June.
This performance measure, created by
BGSU'’s Center for Assessment and
Evaluation Services (CAES) is patterned after
the Massachusetts Foundations of Reading
(90) Test that includes specific questions
related to the Project MORE Training Manual.
Up to 26 contact hours can be earned per
staff.

In summary, we are trying to achieve the
balance between the fidelity of the mentoring
program and the practicality of training. While
Project MORE is not on ODE'’s list of approved
reading instruction programs, we believe it has
a significant role in improving reading for all
students, as evidenced by Dr. Ross’s
newsletter.

Thank you for your understanding in this ever-
changing process.

"Susan is a gifted musician-she hears a song once then
sits down and figures it out on the piano”, "My son
swims like a fish!" "Thomas has memorized the entire
subway system-he is passionate about trains.”, "Hector
always greets me with a hug and seems to know when |
am feeling down-he brightens up my life."...and on and
on. My response is to have everyone in the room praise
and applaud these positive stories of hope, joy and
delight. We of course also move on to discussing the
needs, wants, wishes and dreams.

| often tell the story of an "angel™ who blessed this
world by the name of Matthew. When Matthew was
born, the doctor who had obviously not been through
any sensitivity training, felt compelled to tell the new
parents the bad news that after conducting genetic
testing, Matthew was determined to have a very rare
condition called I-Cell Disease. "So what does that
mean?-when can we bring Matthew home to enjoy and
love him?" The doctor proceeded to elucidate that
Matthew should not be brought home but rather
institutionalized! He then felt compelled to share that
Matthew's immunological system would over the course
of 5 or 6 years, destroy all organs in Matthews tiny
body. "Why put yourself through such misery-he will
never grow or develop. Needless to say these spiritual,
caring, loving dedicated parents took Matthew home
and received Medicaid under the Medicaid Waiver
program to meet many of his complex medical needs.
He was enrolled in Early Intervention where his
miraculous and talented Occupational Therapist Ilaine,
only saw the potential skills, talents and strengths.
Matthew learned to happily feed himself, walk with a

walker, sing, dance and love...oh how this child gave
and received love. He was pure love. This beautiful
child positively affected every human being who was
fortunate enough to have the joy of knowing this angel
on earth. | made him pancakes during one visit and he
stopped eating for a moment, turned his steroid filled,
barely moving body, to face me so he could tell me,
"Hey Gary! These are delicious!" Matthew by the way
had a photographic memory and could tell you every
player in the Yankee dugout, give you directions to
Grandma's house and direct you to all food items in the
supermarket.

There is no miraculous ending here - Matthew died after
6 glorious years on earth. Six years of love and joy.

Six years of enhancing the lives of everyone who was
fortunate enough to have known this miraculous child.
At his funeral were all the friends, neighbors, family
members and admirers whose lives had been touched by
this angel of humanity. The doctor who had diagnosed
Matthew of course was not present. His memory lives
on in every workshop | conduct. His parents graced me
with a gift that | will always cherish. Knowing that
Matthew would soon be leaving this world, they had
him record anything that he wanted to say to those
people in his life whom he cared for. Sitting on my
dresser is a small photo book with Matthew's picture in
it.

There is a button in that photo-book. When you press
that button, Matthew's sweet voice can be heard saying,
"Hello Gary-I love you!" His spirit helps to motivate
all parents of children with disabilities who have been
told by "professionals™ what their children would never
be able to do. Just as the Bumblebee should not fly
according to scientists, yet does (because nobody has
ever told the bumblebee he can't fly) so too will all
children with disabilities continue to FLY as long as we
continue to recognize that behind every label of
disability there is a human being with abilities, talents,
skills and passions...and love to give and receive. We
must never take the hope away!

Behind every child with a label
of disability is a child with
ability to be cherished, praised
and supported.

Win for Disabled Students

College students with disabilities across the
United States are likely to benefit from a
settlement signed this week by the University
of California at Berkeley. The university will
do more to make homework and research
material accessible to students with visual and
learning disabilities, an effort that may provide
a model for disability rights advocates and
university officials elsewhere.

Berkeley, an early battleground in the disability
rights movement five decades ago, agreed to
the steps following complaints by a disability
rights group on behalf of three students with
print disabilities. Such disabilities include
blindness, paralysis that makes turning pages
impossible and mental disabilities, like
dyslexia, that require special software to help
students do their work.

The 18-page out-of-court settlement with
Disability Rights Advocates now binds
Berkeley to make library materials accessible
and to increase the staff and turnaround time
within its disabled students program, which
has been overwhelmed with requests for
reading material in alternative formats.

Because the policy was negotiated and settled
out of court, the Berkeley agreement does not
set a binding legal standard for anyone else.
Nonetheless, people who work with students
with disabilities called the Berkeley policy,
which takes effect this fall, a significant
development.

In recent years, universities across the country
have faced complaints by print-disabled
individuals over the use of inaccessible
products and services. The outcomes of the
cases have usually been in favor of the people
lodging the complaint, according to the
Association of Research Libraries.

The settlement comes amid a national
increase in the number of disabled students
attending college. In 2008, about 11 percent
of the nation’s college students had a
disability, according to the Government
Accountability Office. More than 1 in 10 of
those had dyslexia or a visual impairment.
