+Students are better prepared to enter the adult world.

+Students are encouraged to participate in community events.

*|EP teams may incorporate the student’s newly discovered
preferences, needs, strengths & goals into their IEP.

+Families, communities, and schools learn the importance of
their support and involvement in the transition process and
develop a working collaborative relationship.

*Families, communities, and schools become aware of the
resources and services available to them.

How it Works:

Students learn about themselves by:

Developing a Personal Profile which helps them become more
aware of their choices and abilities.

Exploring Options best suited to the student based on his/her own
personal needs.

Setting Goals and learning the steps he/she must take to reach
them.

Learning how to locate and connect with agencies and/or persons
who can help them obtain their goals.
